He  

married Esther (in Rome in 1990) 

and their son Nathaniel was born 

in Israel in January 2000. Luke 

has ministered as assistant 

chaplain in the Belgium Army and 

in prisons in Belgium. While in 

Rome, he was elected member of 

the Council of Judeo-Christian 

Friendship. He was also pastor of 

a Messianic Assembly "Brit 

Olam" (Eternal Alliance) in Tel 

Aviv.  Since his return in Belgium 

(June 2001), Luke teaches in 

churches and conferences in 

Europe and Africa to clarify the 

"Mystery of Israel" (Rom. 11:25) 

and deepen the "Jewish Roots of 

our faith."  

He was the official representative 

of "Christian Friends of Israel" 

(CAI) in Belgium (2001-2009), 

whose international ministry 

headquarters are located in 

Jerusalem.
